OLD BIBLE PATHS CAMP THINGS TO BRING

Clearly mark all items (Including clothing) with proper
identification. The Churches, Camp and Staff are
not responsible for lost items.

NECESSARY
Bible (KJB) (can be purchased in store for $5.00)
Notebook, pens or pencils (can be purchased in store)
Sleeping bag or sheets and blankets
Pillow and case
Soap, toothbrush/paste, deodorant, shampoo

(can be purchased in store)
Two towels (One large)
Two wash cloths
Shower tongs or shoes
Swimming attire (See Information Page)
Jacket/Sweatshirt
Church clothes (See Information Page)
Sneakers/tennis shoes (No spikes or cleats)
Five full changes of clothing (from skin up)
Laundry bag (Plastic garbage bag)

OPTIONAL (NOTE: There will be a camp store with Bibles,
notebooks, pens, pencils, candy, ice cream, soda, snacks, etc.)
Flashlight (can be purchased in store)

Hair dryer, curling iron, etc.

Camera

Ball glove (No bats or balls)

Sunscreen

Bug spray

Clothes for paintball (i.e. sweatshirt)

Spending money (To be given to camp cashier)

NO GUM of any kind allowed at camp.
No electronic device (including cell phones) will be allowed
out of the vehicle the camper arrives in.

OLD BIBLE PATHS CAMP INFORMATION
1. No smoking, swearing (foul language), harmful drugs, alcoholic
beverages, conventional playing cards will be allowed on camp grounds.
No gum.
2. No physical contact will be allowed between opposite sex at any time
unless married.
3. No unmarried couples will be allowed at any time in poorly lighted
areas or in situations that are not WELL supervised by proper age
chaperones.
4. No radios, televisions, tape players, games, magazines, books, or cell
phones allowed at any time.
5. No mixed (male and female) swimming at any time by any group will
be allowed. All supervision and access to swimming area will be by the
same sex that is using the facility. There will be no exception given to
staff, maintenance personnel, families, etc.
6. FEMALE DRESS CODE (Staff and Campers):

a. Skirt and dresses must be below the knee and at the waist. Tight clothing,
low necklines, shorts (any kind), jams, slacks, jeans, pants, gauchos,
halter tops, tube tops, tops with midriffs, sun dresses, shirts with
pictures or writing other than of a religious nature, slits in skirts and
other immodest dress is absolutely prohibited.

b. Culottes may be worn for participation in recreational activities and for
work which requires such attire. These must be the same length as a
skirt and must look like a skirt, not like pants. These must also be worn
for swimming.

c. Dresses or skirts and blouses will be required for evening chapel services
(No Jean Skirts).

d. Swimming attire = dark culottes and sweatshirt only.

7. MALE DRESS CODE (Staff and Campers):

a. Shorts, jams, cut-off shirts or pants, sweat pants, muscle shirts, shirts
with pictures or writing other than of a religious nature, and other
immodest or immoral dress is prohibited.

b. Dress slacks only (No Jeans),shirt and tie to eve. services.

c. Swimming attire = long pants and sweatshirt only.

8. Infractions of the above rules will be sternly dealt with. At his
discretion the Pastor may send campers home and dismiss staff.

9. The purpose of these rules and regulations is that Old Bible Paths
Camp might give a good testimony for the Lord at all times.

10. All persons ministering at evening chapel are to abide by the
following dress code. MEN: Hair not to cover any part of the ear or
touch collar. Dress shirt and tie. WOMEN: Dresses or skirts below the
knee in length. Only the King James Version of the Bible will be used.
